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WMD Awareness Level Training 

(SAT-Standard Awareness Training)

AWR 160
This grant funded course is 8 hours and is designed to prepare first responders and their supervisors to recognize a CBRNE incident and take the critical actions required in the initial phase of a response.  Instruction familiarizes participants with prevention and deterrence, identification of hazardous materials and use of the Emergency Response Guidebook, chemical and biological agents, radiological materials, nuclear weapons and explosive devices.  This program has been adapted to meet NFPA 472 criteria.

Major course topics include:

· Demonstrate a working knowledge of the prevention and deterrence strategy, to identify indicators of potential terrorist acts, and to identify potential terrorist target

·  Understand recognition, avoidance, isolation, and notification techniques for chemical agents and toxic industrial chemicals and material in a WMD environment

·  Understand recognition, avoidance, isolation, and notification techniques for radiological and nuclear material when used as WMDs

·  Understand recognition, avoidance, isolation, and notification techniques for explosive devices when used as WMDs
